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Sevgili Okuyucular,

Journal of Social Perspective Studies’in tligiincii cilt, birinci sayisini sizlerle bulusturmaktan memnuniyet
duyuyoruz. Bu sayi, sosyal bilimlerin farkli alanlarindan beslenen ¢ok katmanli bir tartisma zemini
sunarken, cagdas diinyanin temel meselelerini bilgi, mekin ve iktidar ekseninde yeniden diisiinmeye davet
etmektedir.

Bu saymin dikkat ¢ekici yonlerinden biri, sosyal bilimlerde uzun siire ikincil konumda degerlendirilen mekin
kavraminin, modernizmden postmodernizme uzanan teorik doniisiim icerisinde yeniden merkezi bir analiz
kategorisi haline gelisini ele alan derleme ¢alismadir. Bu ¢alisma, mekanin yalnizca fiziksel bir zemin degil;
kimliklerin, toplumsal iliskilerin ve iktidar bi¢cimlerinin iiretildigi dinamik bir alan oldugunu vurgulayarak,
sayimin biitiiniine kuramsal bir ¢erceve sunmaktadir.

Bu kuramsal zemin {izerinde yer alan arastirma makaleleri ise farkli dlceklerde fakat ortak bir sorgulama
etrafinda birlesmektedir. [lk makale, yapay zeka destekli dagitimsal semantik yontemler araciligiyla Kur’an
dilindeki kavramsal iligkileri analiz ederek, anlam {iretiminin yalmzca dilsel degil ayni zamanda
epistemolojik bir siire¢ oldugunu gostermektedir. Calisma, klasik tefsir gelenegi ile ¢agdas hesaplamali
yontemler arasinda bir koprii kurarken, “tarafsiz” oldugu varsayilan teknik araclarin anlam {iretimindeki
smirlarini da ortaya koymaktadir.

Egitim alanina odaklanan bir diger ¢alisma, Milli Egitim Bakanligi'nin Temel Egitimde 10 Bin Okul Projesi'ni
beden egitimi Ogretmenlerinin deneyimleri iizerinden incelemektedir. Bulgular, projenin ozellikle
dezavantajli bolgelerde firsat esitligini gliclendirdigini ortaya koyarken, fiziksel altyapi ile pedagojik stirecler
arasindaki uyumsuzluklara da isaret etmektedir. Bu yOniiyle calisma, egitim politikalarmin soylem diizeyi
ile sahadaki uygulamalar: arasindaki gerilimi gortiniir kilmaktadir.

Uluslararas: iligkiler alanindaki arastirma ise ABD’nin Sahel politikasini “akilli gii¢” kavrami gergevesinde
ele alarak, giivenlik ve kalkinma arasindaki iliskinin pratikte nasil yeniden sekillendigini tartismaktadir.
Nijer Ornegi iizerinden yiiriitiilen analiz, teorik olarak dengeli bir model olarak sunulan akilli giiciin,
uygulamada giivenlik merkezli ve militarize bir yapiya evrildigini gostermektedir. Bu durum, kiiresel
oOlcekte giig stratejilerinin sdylem ve pratik arasindaki ayrismasini ortaya koymaktadir.

Sayi, ayrica uluslararas iligkiler disiplininde giderek onem kazanan “Global IR” yaklagimin elestirel bir
bakisla degerlendiren bir kitap incelemesiyle tamamlanmaktadir. Bu inceleme, disiplinin Bati-merkezli
yapisini asma iddiasindaki yaklasimlarin dahi belirli epistemik sinirlar tasidigini tartismaya agmaktadir.

Bu cercevede stz konusu sayi, farkh disiplinlerden gelen katkilar araciigiyla ortak bir soruyu giindeme
tasimaktadir: Bilgi nasil iiretilir, bu bilgi hangi mekinsal ve kurumsal baglamlarda sekillenir ve bu siirecler iktidar
iliskileriyle nasil ic ice gecer?

Dergimiz, acik erisim politikasi, ¢ift kor hakemlik siireci ve etik yaymncilik ilkeleri dogrultusunda, sosyal
bilimlerde nitelikli ve 6zgiin katkilar1 tesvik etmeyi siirdiirmektedir. Bu saymin hazirlanmasinda emegi
gecen tiim yazarlara, hakemlere ve editdr kurulumuza tesekkiir eder; dergimizin uluslararasi akademik
dolasima katki sunmaya devam edecegine inaniriz.

This issue
brings together contributions from diverse fields within the social sciences and invites readers to
reconsider key contemporary debates through the intersecting lenses of knowledge, space, and
power.

A central feature of this issue is the review article that examines the transformation of the concept
of space from modernism to postmodernism. By tracing the theoretical evolution of space, the
study highlights its shift from a secondary analytical category to a central framework through
which identities, social relations, and power structures are produced. In doing so, it provides a
conceptual foundation that resonates across the entire issue.

Building on this theoretical grounding, the research articles explore interconnected themes at
different analytical levels. The first article analyzes conceptual relationships in the language of the
Qur’an using Al-assisted distributional semantic methods. By bridging classical exegesis with
computational linguistics, the study demonstrates that meaning production is not merely
linguistic but also epistemological, while simultaneously revealing the limitations of supposedly
“neutral” technological tools.

Focusing on educational policy, another study investigates physical education teachers’
perspectives on the Ministry of National Education’s “10,000 Schools in Basic Education Project.”
The findings indicate that the project has enhanced equality of opportunity, particularly in
disadvantaged regions, while also exposing the tensions between infrastructural improvements
and pedagogical practices. In this sense, the study highlights the gap between policy discourse
and its implementation in practice.

In the field of international relations, the analysis of U.S. policy in the Sahel region, particularly in
the case of Niger, critically examines the concept of “smart power.” The findings reveal that the
theoretical balance between security and development has shifted toward a militarized and
security-oriented framework, underscoring the divergence between discourse and practice in
global power strategies.

The issue concludes with a critical book review on the Global IR approach, which questions the
extent to which efforts to transcend Western-centric frameworks remain constrained by
underlying epistemic hierarchies.

Taken together, the contributions in this issue converge around a shared inquiry:
How is knowledge produced, how is it shaped within spatial and institutional contexts, and how are these
processes intertwined with relations of power?

Committed to open access publishing, double-blind peer review, and ethical standards, our
journal continues to support high-quality and original research in the social sciences. We extend
our sincere gratitude to the authors, reviewers, and editorial board members who contributed to
this issue, and we remain dedicated to fostering international scholarly engagement.
